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1 ~ Purpose: Mr. Yu, Ligin, an alumnus of National Cheng Kung University (hereinafter,

NCKU directions) living in Hong Kong, specially set up this scholarship to reward students
with excellent academic performance and financial aid needed background, so that they

can study with peace of mind.
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2 ~ Amount: '

(1) As a general rule, two scholarships per academic vear are allocated for overseas
Chinese students from Hong Kong, each with NT$20,000.

(2) For overseas students other than those from Hong Kong, the principle is to allocate

three scholarships per academic year, each with NT$20,000.

(3) For the departments of Civil Engineering, Hydraulic and Ocean Engineering,

Geomatics, and Environmental Engineering, hereinafter referred to as "the four

departments'', the principle is to grant one scholarship per department per

academic vear, each with NT$20,000.

(4) The allocation of scholarshiv slots is subject to approval at the annual board




meeting,
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3 ~ Applicant eligibility:

The scholarship is available to overseas students currently enrolled at NCKU or

to students from the four departments. The four departments recommend students

for the award based on the principles of excellent academic performance, not

having received other scholarships concurrently, and demonstrating financial need.

Preference is given to undergraduate students; however, if no undereraduates meet

the criteria, graduate students may be considered.
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4 ~ Application Documents:

A copy of the last academic year’s transcript and financial statement. First year

student can apply with the transcript of the previous study period.
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5 ~ The selection of overseas students for this scholarship is managed by NCKU Office of

International Affairs. Four departments conduct their respective selections for other

students. The call for applications is announced at the beginning of the academic vear

in September, and the list of candidates who pass the preliminary review is submitted

to the foundation's board of directors for approval before_the end of September.
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6 ~ Scholarships will be awarded by the end of each year.
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
